Traffic signs and bollards shall be erected to give a
minimum clearance of 600mm from the running
carriageway edge. The exact position of all signs must be
agreed with the local highway authority prior to
installation.

Roads and footways to be adopted under Section 38 of
the Highways Act 1980 shall be to the satisfaction of the
adopting authority (Leicestershire County Council).

The Contractor is responsible for ensuring that all works
are to the satisfaction of the adopting Engineer and shall
be deemed to have included within his rates for any
necessary testing or inspections.

The Contractor shall check all tie-ins for line and level with
existing before commencing any works. The Engineer
shall be notified immediately in writing, should any errors
be found.

It is the responsibility of the Contractor to locate any
service apparatus in the vicinity of the works. BM Civil
Engineering will accept no claims whatsoever in respect of
any losses or damages caused in respect of such apparatus,
however caused.

.It is the responsibility of the Contractor to execute the
